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A flat tire on the way to church! What can I do? Who can help? 
The next day, after two new tires were installed, one of the new 
ones went flat again! I was on my way to help at a Good News 
Club. I am so glad I hadn’t left the parking lot before the signal 
flashed, and I realized that I needed to STOP!  

This acronym reminds us to Stop, Think, Obey, and Pray. For 
me this meant to stop feeding the feelings of panic and 
embrace this opportunity to grow closer to God. Then, choose 
to think on Philippians 4:5-6, and obey by placing my plans in 
His hands and thanking Him for what I did not understand. 

God’s answer?  On Sunday God sent a church member to help put on the spare tire and 
we got to church in time for most of the service. On Monday, I called the shop, help 
was sent, and the repair was made. Within 30 minutes of the call, I was on my way to 
the GNC. 

I must confess that I am not computer savvy. New programs for ministry reports and 
servers to store documents that must be preserved feel like a steep mountain climb 
without the security of ropes or a guide. I am in the process of facing these giants and 
finding guides who are more than willing to help. Pray for courage and for the needed 
help when I “mess up”. The greatest fear of a perfectionist is to “mess up” and then 
have others discover just how imperfect one is. I believe that this is the mountain God’s 
asking me to climb and technology is simply His chosen tool.

The child population of Greater Cleveland tops 177,600 children* (elementary school age). This is our target 
group. They are desperate for the hope and life that only Jesus can give through the Gospel. Last year we reached 
almost .2% of them (329) through our main ministries.  

Yet, God says that it is NOT His will that even ONE of these little ones perish. (Matt.18:14) He is at work in Great-
er Cleveland. Doors are open, but the laborers are few. To reach even .5% of these children in 2024 we need to 
double the number of 5-Day Clubs this summer and develop three new church partnerships to reach more un-
churched kids through holiday party clubs and new Good News Clubs. Workers are few. 

Our Local Committee is facing the giant of limited workers and funds. We are trusting God together for a second 
Ministry Coordinator who could start work this summer on a part-time basis. Join us in this adventure! Ask God for 
the person of His choice and for the additional financial and prayer partners needed to hire this person. Then we 
can really rejoice together over the ways He used us to honor His name among the children reached.
